There have been many comments regarding the flooding to the chairman asking if the parish council would get in touch with the Highways regarding a blocked drain outside the old shop in the village which failed and the flood water backed up.  Some residents have asked if the environment agency could be contacted to see if they would dredge the river and also cut back some of the overgrown willow which has not been cut for some time.  The drains in the parish all need to be cleared from soil and debris.
A concerned resident has also mentioned to the parish council that there is a derelict barn in Sandford which they feel is quite dangerous and would the parish council speak to the owner before seeking advice from EDC regarding its poor state.
