4) Warcop Parish Flood Action
Unfortunately storm “Desmond” hit Cumbria back in December and a number of properties were affected by flooding as the river burst its banks.  The chairman asked if the Environment Agency would be able to attend the meeting and they were unable to send a representative so they are meeting this week.  It was agreed to put together an action plan to give to the Environment Agency so work can begin on improving things to prevent further flooding in the future.
Firstly the parish councillors and the residents agreed that the river needs de-silting and the overgrown hedgerow needs cutting back and the bank needs clearing.  Mr Atkinson who lives along beck side has asked if the banking could be removed along beck side and this does not help when the river is full.

The chairman reported to residents that there are grants available for people who have been affected by the flooding.  Some residents have reported that their Insurance has gone up considerably and some are unable to get Insurance due to flooding.  A resident reported that there a 3 unstable railings along the beck side and asked if these could be fixed.  This is a Highway issue and they will be contacted.

The chairman also received a letter from residents from Coupland Beck about their flooding also and the chairman will go and visit them and explain the parish council’s action plan and the way forward.

b) Highways – There is a drain blocked somewhere at the top of the village near the property adjacent to the old post office – this will be reported to the Highways.  Most of the drains in the village need clearing out and jetting.

c) United Utilities – The unit near beckside is an issue of contamination, it is very old and probably needs some attention as the pipes could be 30+ years old.

d) Landowners – Highways need to address the road near Langford Farm and is the road is now liable to erode due to banking been washed away,
e) A66/Drainage Issues – Landslide – Highways England are coming out to meet the chairman as the bridge running under the A66 near needs some attention.  There was a landslide at the top of the hill past Wheatsheaf Farm and the landowners are currently waiting to hear from Highways and the Council.

f) Sandford Road End – The banking up along Sandford road end is saturated with water and the water is unable to flow away due to the mire been saturated.

g) Village Clean Up – The play area needs some attention and a resident was asking if a fence would be able to be put up along the river side to help prevent children from wandering across to the river.  The chairman is looking into this already, but there are some legalities involved as village greens are not supposed to be fenced off.    Mrs Bell and her daughter Mrs Thompson kindly raised £350.00 after a village coffee morning to help go towards the play area.  Once the railings alongside beck side have been repaired Mr Atkinson and Councillor Keetley and hopefully a few more volunteers will re-paint these.  If anyone discovers any potholes then please can you contact Councillor Daldry.  
5) Improve Parish
Lily Horseman  volunteered to cut back the willow maze, but on further investigation has realised there is quite a lot of work involved and a much bigger job than first thought.  The parish councillors agreed that they would arrange a date for residents and councillors to meet up and have a go at cutting this back.
Sandford Village Hall have now handed over ownership to Warcop Parish Council.  Councillor Daldry asked if the clerk would contact the parish council’s Insurance Company to put the village hall onto the parish councils Insurance.  Any money left in the account will go on Insurance and Solicitors fees.

6) Woodland Burials

Mr Keetley has spoken to Paul Emmerson at EDC who is in charge of the woodland burials in Penrith.  He has kindly agreed to come and talk to the parish council and residents on the 3rd February 2016 at 10.30 at the Cemetery.

Mr Heron did not need to meet up with Mr Fawcett from Sandford as the work on the barn was done before he needed to see him.
