	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Mr & Mrs Daldry have kindly donated £2214.30 to the parish council to purchase a community defibrillator.  This money was kindly given in memory of their daughter Natasha Daldry who unfortunately died in March.  The council will purchase a defib to be put onto the front of the village hall.  There may be more donations to come in yet so hopefully the parish council will be able to purchase one for Sandford. 

Mrs Daldry will be the designated guardian of Sandford defibrillator and Councillor Keetley will be the Warcop guardian as this needs to be checked weekly.

A resident has asked why the new speed restrictions signs are not in force yet.  Councillor Wass reported that this is not implemented until May and he also had some concerns that the signs do not start early enough and they should start at the end of the dual carriageway at the Café 66.  Unfortunately during the consultation the police felt that this stretch of road was not dangerous enough.  Councillor Wass will speak to Highways with their concerns.

A resident mentioned that there is some damage to the footpath at Langford Lane which is due to a landslide during the floods.  Councillor Daldry has reported this but nothing seems to have been done.
