	COUNCILLOR REPORTS & UPDATES

A66 – There is a meeting on Friday 20th October at 10am in the village hall with John Ferguson from Highways to discuss improvements and the speed limit on A66.
Chamley Arms – Councillor Keetley gave an update.  The chairman has had a site visit since the last meeting with the interested party.  There is still some unfinished work before the pub could be re-opened.  The interested party are currently trying to get this work done so they could potentially lease this from the owner.
Sandford Village Hall – This is still on going.  The chairman has spoken to CALC for some advice and they have advised the PC to get in touch with the Charity Commission to ask if they would be able to help.  The chairman has been unable to get in touch with the Charity Commission. County Councillor Andy Connell mentioned he would try and find out some more details on this.
Flood works Improvements to the Village Green area – The PC have agreed to proceed with the original quote and get the order done as there is a 6-month deadline for the money to be spent and we are already 3 months into this.
Eden Valley Transport – The chairman attended a meeting with representatives from all parishes and Matt Cramwell from Stagecoach who now run the 563 bus route from Appleby to Penrith.  Appleby Heritage centre have expressed an interest in linking their mini bus into the main 563 service but are currently awaiting a new mini bus and are unable to commit to this now.  The chairman has asked for some data from Rural Wheels which is a service run by volunteers.
Sandford Pond – There has been a complaint from a resident of Sandford who were concerned over the state of the pond area as some sheep had gone into this area and was approx. 3-4 feet deep.  The resident was concerned that if sheep could get in then children could.  This has been an on-going issue for some time now and it was agreed to get in touch with the Rivers Authority for some advice on how to proceed further with this.  In the interim the PC agreed to fence this area off for safety reasons.
Horse Fair 2018 – There has been some feedback from some residents in Warcop that last year some of the travellers who had parked near the sheepfold left their horses in their garden and the residents have asked if the parish council would consider agreeing to not letting any bow tops park in this area for next year.  The PC agreed to do this but to make sure that the residents involved secure their property better for next year.
