There have been a lot of comments made to the parish council that only 1 route has been given and that the MOD land has not been considered even though the government currently own this land.  The chairman hopes to meet with Highways England to discuss different routes and to also keep at them regarding safety improvements on the current A66.

Steve and Yvonne from the village kindly tidied this up and thank you to them both from the parish council for doing this for the parish.  A resident was asking again if EDC would provide a plastic recycling bin as there currently is not one the nearest one is Brough.
