Village Planters -  These still need collecting.

Minibus Link -  This service is still running despite low numbers.  The chairman attended a transport meeting last week and providing the numbers stay healthy the 563 bus will continue for another year.  The minibus link run could be expanded to other villages since Robinsons coaches stopped their mini bus link to the surrounding villages.

Footpath Lighting – There are a few LED lamps now being replaced within the parish.  The chairman has asked if the owner of the Chamley Arms would consider putting an LED lamp outside the property as part of the upgrade.  EDC will not maintain or change the bulbs of lights which are on peoples properties.

Chamley Arms Update – Work is currently on going and hope to open the bar by Christmas.  

Eden Bridge – Extensive work has now started near the bridge.  Stone cages are going in along the river bank as well as reinforcing work.  This is the final work from storm Desmond.
