	COUNCILLOR REPORTS & UPDATE
COVID19 – The chairman reported that all parish councillors have been helping out the vulnerable or elderly within the parish during lockdown.  The government are now lifting some restrictions regarding shielding people and more residents are allowed out more.
PC Vacancy – The chairman reported that some time has passed now and obviously a decision has not been made due to the lockdown and not being able to hold parish council meetings.  The clerk will contact the 2 applicants to ask if they would still like to stand and then a decision will be made.
Grass cutting – Mr Harbage from Sandford has been furloughed from his full-time job and has been kindly cutting the entire village which has given David some free time to concentrate on other parts of the parish.  The chairman has sent him a thank you card and a gift. Miss Shuttleworth from Sandford has also kindly offered to cut from the bottom end of Sandford right up to the Sandford Arms and will use the lawn mower allocated for Sandford and also store this.  

A66 Dualling –   The chairman reported that he was a bit unimpressed with the proposed route as there was only 1 route.  With the help of Mr Blackett-Ord a letter was sent to them outlining this fact and a possible new route which would take the dual-carriageway through MOD land.  Highways would like a meeting in the future with residents and the parish council when it is safe to do so.

Re-opening of Parish Hall – The village hall with have a trial re-opening with 3 small groups first.  No exercise classes are allowed to start back as yet

Donation to Village Hall – The chairman has asked if the parish council could maybe consider donating again to the village hall.  The have obtained funding to be able to extend the storage facility and also to put in an automatic door at the front of the hall. 

Garden Waste Skip – EDC are not able to provide another skip for Sandford residents.  Many residents of Sandford would much prefer the green wheelie bin scheme for garden waste as other villages in the area have and have asked if the parish council could pursue this further.  The new contract for tender is not until April 2022, but the parish council will continue to pursue this with EDC.
