	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
A resident has asked if the PC would consider purchasing another defib for the top end of the village near The Croft.  The PC will definitely consider this as an option.  A resident also asked if the PC could provide some more first aid training as it has been a while since this has been offered.  Councillor Allen agreed to look into this.
A resident mentioned his safety concerns regarding The Chamley Arms – District Councillor Patterson took over these concerns as he is more aware of the procedures and he will get in touch with the enforcement officer at EDC to discuss these matters raised.

Parking outside the school was also raised, but this needs to be raised with the School and Highways as this is not a PC matters.

The trees along the beckside were also mentioned that these need cutting back.  It is the landowner’s responsibility to look after and maintain these so it was agreed that the Chairman would speak to the landowners first.

A resident asked in the river sides could be strimmed back more.  This would need to go through the Environment agency and the Chairman suggested to ask if a representative would attend one of the PC meetings to update villagers regarding this matter.

Blocked drains were also mentioned and the Chairman reported that anyone in the parish can report block drains, gullies or Highway problems on the website.  The more people report problems the more likely these jobs will be done.

A resident asked for 20mph signs for the parish.  This has been asked for on numerous occasions and has always been rejected as all villages are 30mph.

	COUNCILLOR REPORTS & UPDATE
Flood resilience measures – Discussed in public session.
Horse Fair 2021 – This has been re-schedule to the 12th August 2021 due to the COVID restrictions.  PCSO Amana McKirdy reported that they will be using the 2019 plan for this fair as they do not have any other plan to go off as this has only ever been cancelled once before due to foot and mouth back in 2000.  Scheduled meetings throughout the week with residents will still take place.  All calls must go through the 101 number.  Highways will continue to put out the posts and patrol cars will pass through villages on a regular basis during the fair.
Progress on Playground – Councillor Hauser has met and finalised the playground plans.  It will be made out of wood at a cost of £49,000.  Councillor Hauser has started to apply for grants to fund this project.  The parish council accepted this final proposal and would like to thank Councillor Hauser and Hughes for their hard work in putting this together.
Parish Hall Extension – The new storeroom extension is now finished and blends in very well.
Future Meeting Dates – It was agreed by everyone present to change the meeting day to a Thursday as this suited most.  The clerk will e-mail the booking officer to check when the hall is free and will then send out a schedule of meetings for the forthcoming year.
