	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
A resident wrote to the Environment agency asking if there were plans to cut back the river bank and maintain the barrier fence as this has started to lean.  Their reply was they do an annual site visit which they have not done as yet.  The barrier fence is not their responsibility, this is a Highways issue.  The chairman is in regular contact with John Banks from Highways and will mention this to him.
A resident asked if any work was planned to maintain the Millennium garden as the benches are in a poor state of repair.  He asked if a flyer could be put out asking if residents would like to help out.

The chairman responded back to Mrs Hoyle regarding the land at the croft with their PCs ideas and concerns.  In summary the PC own this piece of land and it is for all the parish to enjoy, there is a public bridleway the runs through this to also take into consideration as well as the resident’s gardens which overlook this piece of land.  The parish council need to make a plan to balance everyone’s needs and try not to make this into a resident’s garden.  Children play football on this piece of land also so it was agreed not to put in any planters or flowers near where they play, but put these near the beck side.  It was also agreed to only put in one bench near the beck side for visitors to enjoy. Some residents have started to clear near the beck side and would like the Chairman to have a look at progress so far to see if this is acceptable.  The recycled planters which were purchased for the village could possibly be also sited on this land, but would need to have a look at the area first before a decision can be made. The Chairman is looking at a better option of planters for the village signs as these planters are bigger than first thought.  The PC will probably need to purchase a waste bin for this area, but the PC have the full allocation of bins for the parish and EDC will not pick up this rubbish so a resident would have to be in charge of doing this if the PC provided one.

It was agreed that maintenance work at the Millennium garden and maze and the land at the croft would be a rolling 2 year programme.
